= Liaise with ministries in charge of PAR, EU
Delegations and ongoing PAR projects (SIGMA and other
projects) to understand the administrative challenges and
to promote the horizontal PAR efforts.

= If ever in doubt that the twinning project could risk
contributing to 'silo' administration/fragmentation,
engage the responsible PAR ministry colleagues and EU
Delegations
